Learning and academic problems are
compounded by fast-paced digital content that can hurt focus, lower reading
skills, and reduce problem-solving abilities, and children may become used to
instant gratification and lose patience for the real world's slower pace. Finally,
online dangers include exposure to inappropriate content without supervision,
where kids may view violent or harmful media, and the risk of cyberbullying and
predators, which can make children victims of online bullying or unsafe online
interactions.
